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Lion & Globe Educational Trust

The Lion & Globe Educational Trust was established by the Hung family, founder of
the Hop Hing Oil Group (formerly known as the Hop Hing Oil Factory),in 1985 as
a charitable foundation. Aiming to nurture Hong Kong youth to become responsible
citizens and future leaders, the Trust has been the primary sponsor of the Hong
Kong Outstanding Students Award, the Most Improved Students Award and a wide
range of youth development activities over the years.

The Hong Kong Outstanding Students Awards was established in 1985. Recipients
and finalists of the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award are exemplary students
with all-round accomplishments in personal development, academic studies,
extra-curricular activities and commitment to community service. Past awardees
formed the Hong Kong Outstanding Students’ Association in 1987 to pass on the
torch of their vision and mission to serve society.

The Most Improved Student Award was established in 1991 to recognize students
who have demonstrated earnest effort on improving their conduct or academic
performance, and to motivate them to develop confidence and unleash potentials.
The education community widely acclaimed the Award as a strong credence to
encouraging mid-stream students to succeed in personal advancement through
overcoming personal limitations, family problems or physical disabilities.

In 2010, with the Lion & Globe Educational Trust’s full endorsement and support, the
Youth Arch Foundation took on the organization of the Hong Kong Outstanding
Students Award and the Most Improved Student Award (now renamed “Youth Arch
Student Improvement Award”).
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Youth Arch Foundation

Founded in September 2010 under the Companies Ordinance and exempted from
tax under Section 88 of the Inland Revenue Ordinance, the Youth Arch Foundation
(YAF) is a charitable organization on youth development run by a group of past
winners and finalists of the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award.YAF strives to
foster youth talents and to encourage youth to contribute to society through active
participation in community services.

YAF presents two awards annually that aim at commending promising secondary
school students, namely the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award and the Youth
Arch Student Improvement Award (formerly known as the Most Improved Students
Award).A wide range of activities are organized for awardees to actively participate
in community services and to explore leadership potential. In addition, YAF
established the Dreams Club and Youth Committee of the Youth Arch Student
Improvement Award that provide platforms for youth to interact and learn from
each other;and to support youth in terms of their personal, educational, career and
life developments. YAF also provides assistance to the Hong Kong Outstanding
Students’ Association, which is a student-run organization comprised of the past
awardees of the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Awards.

Through an array of social services and experiences, Hong Kong Outstanding
Students’ Association strives to encourage the youth to not only become more
active members of the community, but also to contribute back to society in a
creative manner by initiating and organising social services and activities.

In line with our theme ‘Diversify for Innovation, Amplify for Integration’ for 2016, we
believe it is vital for students to approach life in an open-minded manner and
embrace all differences amongst people.We hope students will take the initiative to
make a difference in our society and not be restricted by adversities and difficulties.
Through extensive outreach to Hong Kong students, the Association will help to
unleash students’ potentials and equip them with skills and confidence needed for
serving and leading the community.



In order to achieve this theme, the 29th Executive Committee has organised three
new external events.Although new elements have been introduced to the events,
activities and experiences from the past have also been integrated with them.The
following projects have been planned for the coming year:

SiMlife 2016

Hong Kong is a legendary and beautiful place. It is undoubtedly small, but there are
still many areas that have yet to be discovered or explored by the general public.We
will introduce local students to the most historical and authentic side of Hong Kong,
facilitating them to experience this city’s beauty and charisma from different
perspectives. A series of organized activities will help the participants to discover
their full potential and be able to reevaluate their life goals.

The main theme of this event is “Explore Hong Kong, Explore Oneself”.The event
stimulates participants to think outside the box when planning their future, we hope
students will be able to understand themselves better and break free of existing
limits. It is also a valuable opportunity for students to get away from the stressful city
lifestyle, reconnect with mother nature, and learn how to balance academics and
leisure.

Mass Coding 2016

This is a three-part programme to train the future leaders. Firstly, students will have
to take part in two lessons to learn basic coding skills. After the interactive lessons,
students will further enhance their skills individually and submit their homework via
email. Then, upon completion of the basic course, the Hong Kong Outstanding
Students’ Association will choose ten students to join a program coding
competition. Under professional guidance, they will design their own mobile
application. Lastly, we will invite experts from the IT field to give talks, in order to
share their views on the role IT is going to play in the future.




The project will help participants develop logical thinking, problem solving and
presentation skills. In the process of creating their very own programs, participants
will foster their creativity and learn to see beyond obstacles.

0 Camp 2016

Following SiMlife’s theme, we will organize a week long camp offering participants
valuable societal experiences in order to bring students’ personal focus to a societal
level. The camp will simulate current situations in the society by assigning students
to play the roles of different minority groups, such as the disabled, new immigrants,
the impoverished and ethnic minorities, allowing students to experience these
group’s various challenges and to understand their lifestyles.

We hope students will be able to recognize the problems that different minority
groups face after the camp and become enthused to think of possible actions they
can undertake to make a difference. Furthermore, we also hope that students will be
able to empathize with people around them, helping to build a more harmonious
society.
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Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award 2014-15
Sumatra Experiential Learning and Service Trip

10 awardees of the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award (HKOSA) 2014-2015
went on an excursion to the Sumatra island of Indonesia from 30th July to 6th
August 2015. It is a once-in-a-lifetime journey that included jungle trekking in Bukit
Lawang, North Sumatra, and forest restoration in Halaban, south of the island, with
adventurous elements of tubing, white-water rafting and biking, and serving the local
community with teaching at its kindergarten. More than just going for fun, the
students had an important mission - to become the voice to speak for the rainforest
to the greater public in Hong Kong.

The Video Production Project
Unlike many summer excursions, HKOSA’s trip to Sumatra did not ask for

500-word post-trip reflection articles or standard PowerPoint presentations after
the trip. Instead, the participants were guided to work on a research project to
produce compelling environmentally themed videos on orangutans, sustainability in
rainforest, and palm oil in relation to fair trade. They were encouraged to use
innovative infographics and unconventional angles to produce the videos. In addition
to depicting their experiences with the wild, the students were to provoke engaging
discussions and awareness of environmental issues among secondary students in
Hong Kong. In Sumatra, the students had the opportunity to collect first-hand
information from experts in the conservation field and local residents deeply
affected by the environmental crisis.

Expanding Their Comfort Zones

The expedition was no 5-star luxurious travel - it was all about valiantly embracing
primitive living conditions unknown of in the concrete jungles of Hong Kong.The
participants had to camp in the forest, where the river was their bathtub and
bamboo the only cooking utensil available.

Sleeping in the forest in the company of all sorts of wildlife and animals was an
unnerving experience too. Most of the participants affirmed that the experience
was arduously challenging yet remarkably educational and memorable. Having
endured living in an underdeveloped area where basic needs such as
clean water is an indulgence, the participants came to serious
reflections on their plush city living habits. The journey did not only Fx
incite the participants to weigh environment sustainability as priority :'-.. 3
but also for them to become ambassadors of this crucial message to [W]=
all students in Hong Kong.
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Organized by Youth Arch Foundation and co-organized
by The Outstanding Young Persons' Association, and
fully supported by the Lion & Globe Educational Trust,
the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award is one of
the most recognized and prestigious awards for
secondary school students in Hong Kong. The Award,
initiated by Lion & Globe Educational Trust Fund in
1985, aims to encourage promising students with
outstanding academic, extra-curricular and community
service achievements, and morality.

From 2010 onwards, the Youth Arch Foundation
succeeded the role of the Award Organizer and
made some revolutionary changes in the
selection system.The Award would continue to
advocate and foster the spirits of moral,
intellectual and physical education amongst
Hong Kong students. Applicants would need to
go through a written test, an assessment
program and a final interview. "Outstanding Students"
will finally be selected by a group of professional judges.
The Award not only commends students’ outstanding
achievements, but is also an opportunity for
self-discovery and cultivation. Through taking part in
leadership-training camps, seminars, and exchange
activities, students can enhance their self-understanding
and broaden their horizons.




Eligibility
Students currently enrolled in S.4 to S.6 (or International School Grades 10 to 12) in
Hong Kong.

Application Procedure

Eligible students can apply for the Award under the Principal’s Nomination or
Self-Nomination Scheme.There is no limit to the number of applications from one
school.

Assessment Criteria

Candidates should possess exceptional personal qualities, exemplary character and a
passion for serving the community. The ability to lead and act as a positive role model
for other youth is essential. In addition, candidates should demonstrate meritorious
academic results, active engagement in extra-curricular activities, and/or
extraordinary talents/achievements.

Assessment Procedure and Timeline

Written Test
All applicants were invited to attend a written test November |,2015
for evaluation of academic competence, cognitive
skills and social awareness.

Assessment Camp
51 shortlisted candidates (finalists) were invited to November 27-29,2015
a 3-day-2-night assessment camp that offered them a
chance to enhance self-awareness, leadership abilities,
team spirit and creativity.

Final Interview
19 candidates were invited to attend the final interview January 9,2016
with a panel of judges, from which the 2015 - 2016
Awardees would be chosen.

She did not only organize
the Hong Kong Outstanding Students Award, but also acted as the Organizing Com-
mittee Chairperson for many years. She also set up the Best Improvement Award
and dedicated to cultivate all-around youths for the society. After “Auntie Doreen”
Ms Doreen Leung’s death, a group of past winners and finalists of the Hong Kong
Outstanding Students Award decided to step up and found the Youth Arch Founda-
tion, to succeed Ms. Doreen Leung’s work as the organizer of the two awards.
